MOLE DAY COOKIE RECEIPE

Originally these were called peanut butter blossom cookies, but I made these so they look like a mole is peeking out the center of them. 

Peanut Butter Peeking Mole Cookies 
1 cup vitamin-fortified, natural chunky peanut butter, such as Smart Balance 
1 large egg 
2/3 cup granulated white sugar 
1/3 cup whole wheat pastry flour 
24 Hershey's Special Dark Chocolate Kisses, unwrapped 
Gumdrop candy for eyes and feet 

Preheat oven to 375 degrees F. 

Using an electric mixer, beat the peanut butter, egg and sugar together until fluffy. Beat in whole wheat pastry flour. Chill the dough 15-30 minutes (this step is optional, but it does tend to make the cookies a bit more tender.). 

Using your hands, roll the dough into 3/4-inch balls and place on ungreased cookie sheets. 

Bake 9-11 minutes until cookies are lightly browned. 

Remove from oven and immediately press a Hershey kiss in the center of each cookie. Don't remove from pan till it cools slightly. 

Place cookies on a wire rack to cool. Add pieces of gumdrops for eyes and feet to the sides of the Hershey kiss, so it looks like its peeking out of the cookie. 

Makes 24 cookies. 
or can make or buy frosting for eyes and feet.
