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Chapter 3 Challenge “Artist as Chemist”

Your individual project should include

1.  An original piece of artwork.

2. An informational pamphlet.

3. An aesthetic display including a posterboard/photoboard.

1.  An original piece of artwork  

The piece of artwork must have been created by you alone.  It can be any type of art that includes something that we have done in this chapter.  You must be able to bring the actual art piece to class for the museum exhibit that will take place during your lab class.

2.  An informational pamphlet.

The pamphlet instructions are included on one of the following pages in this packet.  The pamphlet should be typed and designed to reflect the style of the artwork.  The information may also be presented as a placard.  If you are interested in this style, please see your teacher for further instructions.

3.  An aesthetic display including a posterboard/photoboard.

The actual piece of artwork should be a part of a more elaborate display that you put together for your artwork.  It will be displayed at a lab table  in museum exhibit format.  The display should include the artwork, the pamphlet that you created, a photoboard of pictures of the creation of the piece of artwork, and whatever else you think would enhance the presentation of your art piece.
