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 Chemistry 4th Marking Period Project

“Design A License Plate”
So far this year, we have been studying the Periodic Table and the elements. Since Junior year is the “driver’s license year,” it seems fitting to take this information and design your own license plate using the element you “adopted” in the beginning of the year.  
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Criteria

· The license plate must look like one for the state of New Jersey in terms of color scheme and lettering.  See the samples above.
· The letters and/or numbers on your license plate must be related in some way to your element and its properties.  Think of a creative angle to approach this from.
· In the bottom left corner of the license plate should be some illustration related to your element in some way.  It may be a sketch or a computer graphic.  For an example of what is required, refer to the NJ “Shore to Please” or “Conquer Cancer” license plates sold by the NJ DMV.  
· Surrounding the license plate should be a license plate holder with a JP Stevens theme. It should be a separate frame that is attached OVER or BEHIND the license plate.
· On the back of the license plate, you will explain the significance of the letters/numbers on your license plate and how they are related to your element and its properties.  This should by typed and attached to the back of the license plate.
This license plate must be the dimensions of a standard license plate, approximately 
6” x 11”.  The frame should be no more than 1” all around.  It should be made out of card stock paper. It will be due Friday March 29, 2015.  Your project will be graded as a Test grade.  This project must be handed in on time!
